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THE YOUTH BOOK COMPANY SIGNS MOU WITH NLB

The National Library Board (NLB) and The Youth Book
Company (TYBC) signed a Memorandum of Understanding on
26 September 2010 to digitise all TYBC publications — both
past and future — and make them available for public access
on the web.

The Youth Book Company, a Chinese publishing company,
was founded by Mr Chen Mong Chea in 1955. They have
published more than 300 titles by some 150 writers ranging
from novels and poetry to books on customs and cultures,
education and the history of Singapore, Malaya and Southeast
Asia. Many of the writers are well-known researchers, scholars

and literary pioneers in the region.

The collaboration is an important milestone as it marks
the first time a publisher has granted the digital rights of
all its publications to the NLB for preservation and for
worldwide access.

Mr Chen strongly believes in publishing Singaporean works
and promoting them locally and internationally. For authors,
the collaboration provides new opportunities to create greater
visibility for their writing and enhance their reputation.

The NLB hopes more publishers will support this initiative. B
